Can you see the sombrero?  Can you see the line going from William’s name to the picture?  Now listen and draw lines from the other names to the pictures.

· What about those sandals?  Whose are they?

(
They’re Julie’s sandals

· Really?  What about these boots, then?

(
Oh, they’re Frank’s boots.

· How about the shirt there?

(
Yes, that’s Roger’s shirt.

· And the shorts?  Are they Roger’s, too?

(
No, they’re not.  They’re Joe’s shorts.

· That just leaves the skirt.  Is it Julie’s skirt?

(
No.  The skirt is Christine’s.

Now listen to Part One again and make sure you drew lines from the right names to the right people.

This is the start of Part Two.  Listen and Look Carefully.  Joe is taking down some notes about his new international penpals.  Help Joe to complete the details.

· Hi Sue.

· Hi Joe!  What are you doing?

· I have some new international penpals, and I’m writing down some details about them to help me to remember.

· Really?  What are their names and how old are they?

· There are two – a girl and a boy.  The boy’s name is Luke and the girl’s name is Yoo-Jin.  Luke is 15 years old and Yoo-Jin is 14 years old.

· Sounds interesting!  Where’s Luke from?

· He’s English.  His hometown is Manchester in England

· How about the girl, Yoo-Jin?

· She’s Korean!  She lives in Seoul, the capital city of South Korea.

Now listen to Part Two again and make sure you completed Joe’s listings correctly.

We will now begin Part Three.  Listen and Look.  This is an example.  What do you see in the pictures?

This is a pair of jeans.  They’re Brian’s jeans, but he doesn’t wear them very often.

Can you see the picture of the jeans?  What letter is it?  It is box “D”.  Can you see the D in the box next to Brian’s name?  Now listen and write the correct letter next to each person’s name.

· ( This dress and these shoes are Sue’s.  She wears this outfit on special occasions in the summer.

( Paul doesn’t like wearing boots.  But he has a pair of sandals that he likes to wear when the weather is hot.

( Susan thinks Sombreros look a little silly.  She has a special skirt though that she thinks is very pretty.

( This boot is Shane’s.  He doesn’t know where the other boot is – he lost it somewhere in his closet!

( These shorts are Henry’s.  He bought them at the department store yesterday with his mother.

Now listen to Part Three again and make sure you matched the pictures to the right names.

Now let’s start Part Four.  Listen and Look.  This is an example.  What did the farmer do before he fed the cows?

· Hello, farmer George!  Your horses look a little hungry.  Have you fed them yet?

· No, not yet.  I’m still feeding the cows.

· What animals did you feed before that?

· I fed the pigs before I fed the cows.

What did the farmer do before he fed the cows?  He fed the pigs before he fed the cows.  Can you see the circle around box [A]?  Now listen carefully and circle the correct box.


Number one.  What did the farmer do before he ate lunch?

· I’m so hungry!  Where’s lunch?

· Right here.  Did you work hard today?

· Yes, of course.  I’ve nearly finished all of my jobs.

· What did you do before you came in to eat lunch?

· I always feed the sheep before I come in to eat lunch.

Number two.  How did the chickens get out?

· I can’t find our chickens.  Where did they all go?

· Oh my goodness!  They all got out!

· How did that happen?  How did they get out?

· I left the gate open, so they all got out.  Whoops!

· Teacher!  Sorry I’m late!

· Yes.  You’re very late – why?

· I’m late because I forgot to set my alarm. I’m very sorry, teacher!

· Well, thanks for the piano class.  I should go now.

· Where are you going?  Do you go to guitar class after this?

· No, I have guitar class before piano class.

· Really?  You must be so busy!

· Yes, I’m very tired, so now I am going to go home.  I enjoy walking home at night after piano class.

Number five.  What does she do before she eats breakfast in the morning?

· What do you do after you eat breakfast?

· I usually go to school.  How about you?

· I watch TV.

· How about before you eat breakfast?

· I usually clean my room.  Do you do that, too?

· No, my room is always clean.

· So what do you do?

· I wash my hands, silly!  You should always wash your hands before you eat food!

· Yes, that’s true.

Now listen to Part Four again and make sure you circled the right pictures.
