Welcome to (your school/institute’s name)’s Let’s Go 1 Listening Test for Units 1 and 2.  Listen carefully and Good Luck!

Test Narrator:
Let’s look at Part A.  Listen carefully to the people talking and draw a line to show what they are talking about.  Listen to the example.

[Example]

Boy:
Hey, what’s this?

Girl:
This?  It’s a pencil.

Boy:
Pardon?  What did you say?

Girl:
This is a pencil.

Boy:
Oh!  It’s a pencil!  Thanks!

Test Narrator:
It’s a pencil.  Can you see the line from the example circle to the pencil?  Now it’s your turn to try.  Listen to the boy and girl talk and draw a line.

Girl:
Excuse me, but what’s this?

Boy:
This here?  Oh, it’s a chair.

Girl:
Sorry?  I didn’t hear you.  One more time, please!

Boy:
This is a chair.

Girl:
A chair?

Boy:
Yes.  It’s a chair.

[Number 2]

Boy:
Hey, do you what this is?

Girl:
Of course!  It’s an eraser.

Boy:
Pardon?  A what?

Girl:
This is an eraser.

Boy:
Aha!  It’s an eraser!

[Number 3]

Girl:
Mmmm, and what’s that over there?

Boy:
Over there?  Oh, that’s a ruler.

Girl:
A what?

Boy:
A ruler.  It’s a ruler.

Girl:
Oh, right.  Thank you!

Boy:
You’re welcome.

[Number 4]

Boy:
And how about this?  What’s this?

Girl:
This?  It’s a book.

Boy:
Excuse me?  What did you say?

Girl:
Book.  It’s a book.

Boy:
It’s a book.  Yes, that’s right.

[Number 5]

Girl:
OK.  Last one!  What’s this?

Boy:
This is a bag.

Girl:
Sorry?  What was that?

Boy:
A bag.  It’s a bag.

Girl:
Yes, of course it is!  Thanks!

Test Narrator:
That’s the end of Part A.  Let’s listen one more time, OK?  

[Repeat Part A one more time only]

PART B

Test Narrator:
Now let’s look at Part B.  Listen carefully to the people talking and write down the boy or girl’s name.  Listen to the example and look at the spelling.

[Example]

Boy:
Who is this?

Girl:
This is my younger brother.  His name is TOM.

Boy:
TOM?  How do you spell TOM?

Girl:
T-O-M.

Boy:
T-O-M.  Tom.

Girl:
Yes, that’s right.  Tom.

Test Narrator:
The boy’s name is TOM: T-O-M.  Can you see the spelling?  Now it’s your turn to try.  Listen to the boy and girl talk and spell the names.

[Number 1]

Girl:
Excuse me, but who is she?

Boy:
That’s my older sister, JANE.

Girl:
JANE?  How do you spell that?

Boy:
J-A-N-E.

Girl:
J-A-N-E?

Boy:
Yes.  Jane.

[Number 2]

Boy:
Who is this boy?

Girl:
That’s my friend, Paul.

Boy:
Paul?  How do you spell his name?

Girl:
P-A-U-L.

Boy:
P-A-U-L.  Paul.

Girl:
Yes, that’s it!  Paul.

[Number 3]

Girl:
And how about this girl?  She looks happy!

Boy:
Yes, that’s my cousin, Mary.

Girl:
Mary?  How do you spell ‘Mary’?

Boy:
M-A-R-Y.

Girl:
M-A-R-Y?

Boy:
Yes.  Mary.

[Number 4]

Boy:
Who is the boy playing with the ball?

Girl:
Oh, that’s my friend from school.  His name is Scott.

Boy:
Scott?  How do you spell that?

Girl:
S-C-O-T-T.

Boy:
S-C-O-T-T.  Scott.

Girl:
Yes, you got it!  Scott.

[Number 5]

Girl:
Who’s this?  She looks like a good student!

Boy:
Yes, that’s Jenny.

Girl:
Jenny?  I wonder how you spell that?

Boy:
It’s J-E-N-N-Y.

Girl:
J-E-N-N-Y.

Boy:
Yes, perfect!  Jenny.

Test Narrator:
That’s the end of Part B.  Let’s listen one more time, shall we?  

[Repeat Part B one more time only]

PART C

Test Narrator:
Time for Part C.  Listen carefully to the teacher telling students what to Draw a picture.  Listen to the example and look at the picture.

[Example]

Teacher:
Stand up, please.

Girl:
Pardon, teacher?  What?

Teacher:
I said, “Stand up, please.”
Girl:
Oh!  Stand up!

Teacher:
Yes, that’s right.

Test Narrator:
The teacher asked the student to STAND UP.  Can you see the picture?  Now you listen and draw a picture.

[Number 1]

Teacher:
Open your book, please.

Boy:
Excuse me?

Teacher:
I said, “Open your book, please.”
Boy:
Aha!  Open my book!

Teacher:
Yes, well done.

[Number 2]

Teacher:
Point to the pencil, please.

Girl:
Pardon, teacher?

Teacher:
I said, “Point to the pencil, please.”
Girl:
Oh!  POINT to the PENCIL!

Teacher:
Yes, that’s right.

[Number 3]

Teacher:
Touch your desk, please.

Boy:
Excuse me?

Teacher:
I said, “Touch your desk, please.”
Boy:
Right!  Touch my desk!

Teacher:
Yes, that’s it.

[Number 4]

Teacher:
Sit down, please.

Girl:
Pardon?

Teacher:
I said, “Sit down, please.”
Girl:
Got it!  Sit down!

Teacher:
Yes, well done.

[Number 5]

Teacher:
Please be quiet!

Boy:
WHAT DID YOU SAY?

Teacher:
I said, “Please be quiet!”
Boy:
Sorry…  Be quiet.

Teacher:
Yes, thank you!

Test Narrator:
That’s the end of Part C.  Let’s listen one more time.  

[Repeat Part C one more time only]

PART D

Test Narrator:
Time to move on to Part D.  Look carefully.  There are two pictures.  You must listen carefully and choose the right picture.

[Number 1]

Boy:
What is it?

Girl:
It’s a white(black) board?

Boy:
A white(black) book?

Girl:
No!  A white(black) board.

Boy:
OK.  Got it!

[Number 2]

Girl:
Is this a pencil?

Boy:
No, it isn’t!

Girl:
What is it, then?

Boy:
It’s a pen.

Girl:
Aha!  A pen!

[Number 3]

Boy:
What is it?

Girl:
It’s an eraser.

Boy:
Did you say ‘it’s her book’?

Girl:
No, I didn’t!  It’s an eraser.

Boy:
Whoops!  OK, got it now.

[Number 4]

Girl:
Is this a desk?

Boy:
Yes!  It’s a desk.

Girl:
Right!

[Number 5]

Boy:
Mmmm, What is it?

Girl:
It’s a book.

Boy:
Did you say ‘it’s a book’?

Girl:
Yes! That’s right.  It’s a book.

Test Narrator:
That’s the end of Part D.  Let’s check one more time to be sure.

[Repeat Part D one more time only]

PART E

Test Narrator:
OK, we’re nearly finished!  This is the last part of the test – Part E.  Listen to the teacher and student talking.  Find what they are talking about and color it.

[Number 1]

Teacher:
Right, are you ready to do some coloring?

Girl:
Yes, teacher.  What’s first.

Teacher:
Can you see the bag in the picture?

Girl:
Next to the student desk?

Teacher:
Yes, that’s right!  Color that bag… RED.

Girl:
Red?

Teacher:
Yes, RED.  Color the bag RED.

[Number 2]

Girl:
OK, teacher.  I finished coloring the bag red.  What’s next?

Teacher:
Do you see the book on another student desk?

Girl:
The book on the desk next to the window?

Teacher:
Yes!  Color that book… BLUE.

Girl:
Blue?

Teacher:
Yes, BLUE.  Color the book BLUE.

[Number 3]

Girl:
I’m finished, teacher!  Can we color something green now?
Teacher:
Green?  OK.  How about the ruler?

Girl:
The ruler on the teacher’s desk?

Teacher:
Yes, that’s the one.  It’s on the teacher’s desk, under the pencil.

Girl:
May I color the ruler GREEN.

Teacher:
Yes, sure!  Color the ruler GREEN.

[Number 4]

Teacher:
All done?  Right, let’s color the chair.

Girl:
Which chair, teacher?  There are two chairs in this room.  The teacher’s chair?

Teacher:
No, not that one.  Let’s color the OTHER chair.

Girl:
The chair in the corner?

Teacher:
Yes, that’s right.  The chair under the window and next to the white board.

Girl:
Got it!  What color, teacher?

Teacher:
How about YELLOW?

Girl:
Yes, let’s color the chair YELLOW!

[Number 5]

Teacher:
OK, let’s color one more thing.

Girl:
How about the eraser?  The one on the student’s desk?

Teacher:
Fine!  Why don’t you color it PINK?

Girl:
OK, teacher.  I’m coloring the eraser PINK.

Teacher:
Well done.  You’ve done a very good job!

Test Narrator:
That’s the end of Part E.  Did you get all of the coloring done?  Listen one more time.  [Repeat Part E one more time only]

Test Narrator:
Well done!  You’ve finished the test!  Good luck with your score!
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
